PECK, MOLLIE
Ms. Peck is an 83-year-old woman with history of parkinsonism, lives with her daughter Johnnie in Humble, Texas.
Johnnie tells me that mother is having the increased confusion and decreased appetite. She has to be fed most of the time because she forgets to eat. She has had weight loss of at least 7 pounds since past evaluation. Her blood pressure is still controlled with current medication. She is confused, she is agitated, more often she is having trouble sleeping. Her tremors seemed to have been worsened affecting her walking. She is walking very little. She is basically chair-bound now and requires help with ADL and transfers.
She is demonstrating protein-calorie malnutrition with weight loss in the lower extremity and muscle wasting in the temporal region. The patient continues to be at high risk of fall and continues to have issues with sundowner agitation. The patient’s condition is worsening related to her parkinsonism and remains hospice appropriate.
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
