HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 41-year-old woman, has had pedicure a week ago, now has developed what looks like paronychia about the right great toe. She has already been soaking it. She also tried to drain some of the pus. There is still some redness present; hence, she definitely needs some antibiotics. Her tetanus is up-to-date.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Thyroid issues. Had blood transfusion done after the birth of one of her children. She has been pregnant nine times and has seven living children.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Skin cancer removed.

MEDICATIONS: Mounjaro 12.5 mg weekly to lose weight.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID Immunizations: None. Tetanus is over 10 years old, so we are going to give her a tetanus shot as well.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 221 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 92.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: There is paronychia present about the right great toe.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Paronychia.

2. Related to trauma of pedicure.
3. No more pedicure.
4. Rocephin 1 g now.
5. Augmentin 875 mg.
6. Soak at least twice a day.
7. Tetanus given, needs to be brought up-to-date.
8. If she develops redness, heat, drainage or worsening symptoms, she will call us right away.
ADDENDUM: Blood pressure was taken manually, 110/80, before she left the office and, once again, tetanus was brought up-to-date, tetanus injection.
