The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sharon described that she is taking rest. She worked a lot during Christmas time at Dollar Tree and she also was rewarded 100 dollars by someone. She does not want to pay to be her employee. Although, she described she is during fairly well overall, but she is constantly worried about so much work to do and if she is not able to complete and her mind is always fixated and preoccupied on several things at home. I further discussed that she is living at home and she can think about it, but she has to look what is important for her including she should keep priority to her health and also priority to her medications and try to engage in positive mood. Her son also come to visit her and helping her a lot. The patient has been having history of bipolar disorder and ADD for which she is taking Vyvanse 60 mg daily and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. She described the medication has been effective. She was alert, oriented, coherent, logical, appropriate, and communicative. Denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. I provided insight into her ongoing difficulties on the medication and also encouraged to organize her day and work according to her priorities and not to worry too much about several things, which she can do it at the same time to which she agreed. She denied any side effect and claimed the medication is helping for bipolar disorder and ADD.

PLAN: Continue Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily and Vyvanse 60 mg daily. A 30-day supply of the medication was given.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
