Mr. Pauline is a 74-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2000. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic kidney disease, anxiety, depression and tremors. For his diabetes, he is on Humulin 70/30 10 units once daily and metformin 1000 mg twice a day as well as Jardiance 25 mg once daily. For breakfast, he usually has cereal. Lunch is usually small meal. Dinner is usually biggest meal. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. He denies any episodes of hypoglycemia. He reports some hyperglycemia. His last hemoglobin A1c was 10.3%.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, this is uncontrolled. His last hemoglobin A1c was 10.3%. As a result, I will adjust his diabetic regimen and place him on Soliqua 15 units once daily and continue the metformin 1000 mg twice a day and Jardiance 25 mg once daily.

2. The patient’s C-peptide was checked and it was low at 0.64 and therefore, he will need basal insulin.

3. We will also repeat the C-peptide again during a laboratory checkup.

4. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.
