Mrs. Hoop is a 66-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in her 40s or 50s. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, asthma, anxiety, arthritis and she also has a history of uterine cancer status post total hysterectomy in 2019 with subsequent radiation and chemotherapy. After that in July 2019, she also sustained a transient ischemic attack. For her diabetes, she is on Basaglar 20 units as needed, Jardiance 25 mg once daily and metformin 500 mg four tablets once daily. The patient lost about 30 pounds over the last couple of years. This weight loss was intentional. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. She denies any frequent episodes of hypoglycemia. The patient states that her biggest complaint is just feeling overall fatigued. She also wears a FreeStyle Libre meter, but however, it is not working at this point.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c was done a longtime ago and therefore, we will get a current hemoglobin A1c and establish a baseline. I will also get a fasting comprehensive metabolic panel and continue the 25 mg of Jardiance once daily and metformin 500 mg four tablets once daily. She also may continue to take her Basaglar 20 units as needed.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy and check a current lipid panel.

4. For her fatigue, I will check a current vitamin B12 level as well as a vitamin D level and an iron panel in order to assess for any anemia.
