Thank you for this referral and your continued support.

Augustina is now 71. She was initially seen by me in 1993 for a breast cancer on the right side and she was treated with chemotherapy then. Subsequently, she had breast cancer stage I of the left breast, which was ERPR positive and HER-2 negative. The patient was treated with Arimidex for five years and she is off now. She is doing well. She is here for yearly evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of breast cancer one on the right in 1993 on the left in 2012 and status post hormonal therapy, history of a small nodule in the lung, which was detected in December 21, which seems to be a granuloma.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a very pleasant 71-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weight 155 pounds, and blood pressure 123/63.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. History of breast cancer bilateral now in remission.

2. Pulmonary nodule appears to be benign mostly granuloma.

RECOMMENDATIONS: No further evaluation might be necessary.
