HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 12-year-old female patient. She is here today as followup from yesterday. I had given her amoxicillin for an infection in her pharyngeal area or sore throat. The patient returns today stating that when she takes the amoxicillin, it starts to give her stomachache, feeling uneasy and somewhat nauseous. I have told her that she needs to take this medicine with food; she has not done that, she has taken it on an empty stomach. She will change her habit in taking that medication thus forth.
No other issues verbalized.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No changes. She was here yesterday.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No changes. She was here yesterday.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is taking amoxicillin as described above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress. She has obvious rhinitis as well and slight cough has developed due to the rhinitis.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/66. Pulse 71. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.7. Oxygenation 99%.

HEENT: Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Maintains erythema although nothing ominous.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and within normal limits.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. She continues with acute pharyngitis and mild otitis media. She will continue on the amoxicillin; however, she must take that medication with food, she is not to take that medication on an empty stomach.
2. Nausea. I will also write for Zofran 4 mg to be taken three times a day p.r.n. nausea #12.
3. Rhinitis and mild cough. Phenergan DM 5 mL four times daily, 120 mL.

4. She is going to monitor her symptoms and return to clinic or call if there are any other issues.
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
