PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubes in the ears and hemorrhoidal surgery.

ALLERGIES: AMOXIL.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He drinks very little. He does not use drugs. He uses no smoking.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Abrasion, right arm, because he hit it against the tree. Good range of motion in the shoulder, in the elbow and in the wrist.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 240 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.6. Respirations 16. Pulse 66. Blood pressure 130/80.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. There is abrasion present about the ulnar aspect of the right forearm.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Minimal tenderness. Good range of motion distal and proximal joints.

X-rays show no fracture.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abrasion, right forearm.

2. Sprain, right forearm.
3. Ace wrap.

4. Tetanus up-to-date.

5. No antibiotics needed.
6. If any infection noted, he will call right away.
