INITIAL NEUROLOGICAL EVALUATION
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation in continuity of care.

History of diagnosis and treatment for Parkinsonism.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:

Carbidopa/levodopa 25/100 mg one tablet three times per day.

Therapeutic multiple vitamins and B12.

Recent treatment with stabilization of hypertension.

Dear Dr. Masula & Dr. Williams:

Thank you for referring Jerry Hartman who was seen today to answer a multiplicity of questions regarding his evaluation and diagnosis of Parkinsonism on his current treatment regimen.

Clinical history indicates that he does have some nocturnal restless symptoms for which readjustment of his regimen will be conducted including adjustment of his carbidopa/levodopa dosage to 50/200 mg extended release at bedtime in addition to his current treatment with carbidopa/levodopa 25/100 mg, which has been readjusted to extended release to minimize symptoms of off time during the day.

His clinical neurological examination today does not disclose any significant inducible neuromuscular rigidity or tremor although he does give a history of having some tremor at times.

The remainder of his neurological examination is within normal limits except for bilateral slight palmomental responses suggesting frontal lobe brain dysfunction.

Cerebellar testing discloses preserved rapid alternating successive movements and fine motor speed testing with asymmetry in motor function on the left compared to the right for which more advanced brain imaging will be completed.
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I provided him with prescriptions today.

We had an extended discussion regarding Parkinsonism.

I provided instructional handouts to Jerry and his wife today on the basics and more advanced aspects of Parkinson’s disease with a discussion of therapy and prognosis.

I look forward to seeing him again hopefully I have helped satisfy his concerns regarding his evaluation and treatment.

I will send a followup report when he returns.
