DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 75-year-old Hispanic female that has a history of chronic kidney disease stage IIIB. The etiology of this CKD is the exposure to chemotherapy. The patient has a history of ovarian cancer that was excised more than 10 years ago. The latest abdominal CT scan that we have in 2019, there was no evidence of hydronephrosis of hydroureter. The solid visceral organs of the open abdomen are unremarkable in morphology contour and attenuation. No evidence of free air. The most recent laboratory workup that was done on 01/04/2023 shows that the patient has a creatinine of 1.31 and an estimated GFR of 42 mL/min and the albumin creatinine ratio is 3 and the protein creatinine ratio is within normal range. The patient is in very stable condition.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today is 121/75.

3. Gastroesophageal reflux disease. The patient is under control and is being treated with pantoprazole.

4. Overweight. It has not changed. The patient has a BMI that is 30. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the imaging and the laboratory, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 5 minutes.
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
