Lawrence Flacks continues to follow with the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Background retinopathy.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Sleep apnea syndrome.

Current Medications: Levemir 10 units in the evening, NovoLog 12 units three times a day, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, atorvastatin 10 mg daily, trazadone 25 mg daily.

General history no complaints at the present time and states that his sugars are in a satisfactory range.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 138/82, weight 192 pounds, and BMI is 29. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.2% indicating good control.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes in good control, long-term insulin administration, background retinopathy, and sleep apnea syndrome.

He currently is on a continuous glucose monitor, Libre, which was downloaded and reviewed in detail.

No changes to his current medications with recommendations for followup in six months.
