PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Without distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Strep test obtained, was positive for strep.
DIAGNOSIS: Strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for amoxicillin to take for 10 days. Follow up as needed.
