CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents to the clinic with mother with history of low back pain for the past few months. Denies trauma, menstrual irregularity or increased pain with activity.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She complains of slight vaginal discharge with slight pruritus for the past several weeks without intercourse per the patient.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative. Neurological: Negative. Back: Without localized tenderness or painful range of motion.
UA shows trace of leukocytes.
PLAN: Because of history, urine culture was obtained. The patient was given Diflucan for vaginal irritation with questionable cause of low back pain, with advice to follow up with PCP, gynecologist for further evaluation including female exam if warranted with culture of urine pending without definite evidence of urinary tract infection.
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
