She also has a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia, asthma and GERD. She also has a history of depression, obesity and COVID. The patient states that she is doing intermittent fasting as she tries to eat healthy. Overall, she has lost about 20 pounds with intermittent fasting.

Plan:
1. For her impaired fasting blood glucose, we are going to start her on metformin extended release 500 mg once daily and have her followup in one month.

2. We also rechecked her thyroid function studies and assess the baseline level.

3. I have also check a baseline hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she has failed all oral statins and she will be started on Repatha therapy through her primary care provider who has tried to get it for her, but has been had difficult time getting the Repatha therapy for her.
