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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 71-year-old male patient of Dr. Maxwell who is referred to this office because of the presence of a questionable solid mass in the left kidney. This was an incidental finding; the patient went to Dr. Maxwell’s office complaining of some abdominal discomfort, the ultrasound was done and the mass that is 0.9 x 0.7 was found in the mid pole of the left kidney. The patient denies the presence of hematuria. Denies the presence of urinary tract infections, pain, weight loss or any symptoms related to the urinary tract. In order to clarify the situation, we are going to order a CT scan with contrast in order to characterize the lesion. The patient was explained that is the best way to determine the next step if any. We are going to order the urinalysis and the routine workup for completeness in this case.

2. The patient has a history of viral cardiomyopathy that was present in 1998. The patient is followed by Dr. Win and he has been in very stable condition.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Arterial hypertension that is treated with a medication.

5. Coronary artery disease that is also followed by Dr. Win.

We want to thank Dr. Maxwell for the kind referral. We will keep him posted of the progress. Reevaluation after the CT scan with contrast.

We invested 15 minutes reviewing the referral, in the face-to-face and discussing the reason for the referral and what to expect, we spent 25 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
