This is a progress report on Larry Moore.

Larry is 76-year-old male who comes here today with history of fever, weakness, malaise, pain in left chest wall especially behind left scapula very sharp. The patient went to emergency room on Sunday with above symptoms. The patient had an EKG and he had several blood test. He says three times they took the blood and then he was prescribed Tylenol with Codeine No.3 also Omnicef 300 mg twice daily, Robaxin, and he was sent home. The patient has a history of TURP few weeks ago that is transurethral resection of prostate few weeks ago. Subsequently, the blood culture 2/2 take came back positive for enterococcus faecalis and urine culture was also positive for enterococcus faecalis was sensitive to ciprofloxacin, vancomycin, and ampicillin. The patient continues to have intermittent fever, malaise, and not feeling good that is why he is here.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: He lost some weight. He weighs 209 pounds and blood pressure 151/91. His face is flushed.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema. No lesion on the back suggesting any herpes zoster.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Recent bacteremia with enterococcus faecalis also urinary tract infection with enterococcus.

2. Possible herpes zoster in the left back wall of the thorax meaning left intercostal place on the back.

3. Hypertension.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him IV Rocephin 2 g and then put him on ciprofloxacin 500 mg b.i.d., Valtrex 1000 mg three times daily and if not better we may have to give him different antibiotics. At some point, I advised him to take Shingrix shingles vaccine.
