Thank you for this referral and your continued support.

This patient now 68 was seen a year ago for Reclast infusion. He comes today for Reclast infusion. The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, history of seizure disorder in the past, history of spastic quadriplegia, and history of recent osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient in wheelchair. He is stooped up and keeps the eyes closed.

HEENT: Unremarkable. His tongue is protruding.
Neck: Lymph nodes negative.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Showed some muscle wasting.

LABS DATA: His recent CMP showed creatinine of 0.79, BUN was normal, EGFR was 87.76, and CBC was essentially unremarkable.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Osteoporosis.

2. Intellectual disability with spastic quadriplegia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We went ahead and started on IV and infused 5 mg Reclast in 250 of sodium chloride infused over hour or so. Upon completion IV was disconnected and patient was discharge without any complications.
