Thank you for your support.

Suzie comes here today for evaluation. Recently, she saw a neurologist she gets infusion every six months for her MS and then right after the infusion she does get numbness of both lower extremities lasting for a few weeks. In any case during that visit, the neurologist did check blood and her immunofixation was showing monoclonal spike. Her IgG was 1029, IgA was 253, and IgM was 95. She is here for this reason to make sure she does not have any underlying disease.

She also sees me for history of elevated platelet and possible iron deficiency.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 45-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 7 inches tall, weighing 224 pounds, and blood pressure 130/87.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Possible history of monoclonal gammopathy on recent lab test.

2. History of thrombocytosis reactive type.

3. History of multiple sclerosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and redraw her CBC, CMP, iron, ferritin, vitamin D level, and immunoelectrophoresis as well as serum protein electrophoresis once available we could make further recommendations.
