Chief Complaint: This is a 66-year-old pleasant African American male patient who is here for four-week followup on his asthmatic bronchitis.

History of Presenting Illness: The patient states that he feels much better. He has been using his albuterol and budesonide in his nebulizer and that helps him much better than the inhaler. He had an albuterol inhaler that was given in the ER, which really did not help. He also uses the Breztri inhaler p.r.n., he should be using it for maintenance.

Current Medications:
1. Budesonide and albuterol solutions in the nebulizer, which he uses as needed now.
2. Breztri inhaler two puffs twice daily p.r.n.
3. Amlodipine 5 mg one a day.
Personal History: He is not a smoker. He does dip snuff all his life.

Physical Examination:

Vital Signs:

He weighed in at 173 pounds.

Blood pressure 120/70.

Pulse 77 per minute.

Pulse ox 98%.

Temperature 96.4.

BMI 23.

Head: Normocephalic.

ENT: No evidence of acute infection.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly. JVP not distended.
Chest: Quite clear. No rhonchi, wheezing or rales.
Heart: S1 and S2 heard with regular sinus rhythm.

Extremities: No edema.
Assessment:

1. Hypertension well controlled.

2. History of asthma.

3. His asthmatic bronchitis has revolved.
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Plan: I did review the medications with him. He is up-to-date on his flu vaccine. I did ask him to use the Breztri daily and use the nebulizer as needed now. He will continue his amlodipine as before. I did ask him to return to the office in three months for followup or sooner if he has problems.
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
