LUCKETT, ADELL
This is time to recertify Ms. Luckett, a 99-year-old lady who is on hospice with diagnosis of Alzheimer’s dementia. She also suffers from major depressive disorder, constipation type II, abdominal pain, diabetes, and polyneuropathy. The patient, since last certification, has had decline in cognitive ability, decreased weight, decreased appetite, she suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. She is no longer oriented to person, place or time, she is becoming nonverbal. She is also bowel and bladder incontinent. Lives with her daughter Elanora who is her primary caregiver. She is total ADL dependent and has a KPS score of 40%. She requires help with all feeding and transfers and, most of the time, she eats 5 to 10% of her food and has much decreased appetite.

She demonstrates muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition as well as requires turning in bed to keep her from developing bedsores as the family has been instructed to do so. She continues to be hospice appropriate and is going to be certified for another period at this time.
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
