CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of cough and decreased hearing for the past week.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of hypertension and chronic renal failure. He states he has had kidney replacement two times, on the list for third kidney, getting dialysis three days a week; nephrologist in Cypress, Texas. History of depression also, on medications.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tympanic membranes are dull with loss of landmarks and bulging with serous fluid. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm with a grade 2/6 systolic murmur. Extremities: Within normal limits. Short left elbow and proximal forearms. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with bronchitis and serous otitis media, with history of renal failure on dialysis.

PLAN: The patient is given injections of dexamethasone and Rocephin and prescription for Medrol with Z-PAK and Bromfed. Follow up with nephrologist, to see tomorrow and as needed.
