The patient is seen with complaints of sore throat, swollen gums, swollen lymph nodes per mother, had been seen at Kingwood via emergency room the day before with flu testing as he has been sick for a few days, history given to me of slight cough with sore throat, swollen gums and cold sweats with apparent enlarged lymph nodes for the past two days, *__________* without treatment with negative flu testing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of reflux, left kidney enlarged per Texas Children’s, diagnosed in utero and being followed, scheduled for surgical removal of kidney in the next few weeks.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema to pharynx. Small aphthous lesions noted to lower lip. Slight apparent swelling of upper gingiva. Neck: 2+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing in the office with strep testing showing positive strep.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for amoxicillin to take for 10 days, to take copy of strep report for followup with pediatric nephrologist with followup as needed.
