PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress except for rhinorrhea with negative obstruction. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Otherwise, within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Without retractions or stridor. No evidence of respiratory distress. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with rhinitis, without evidence of respiratory syncytial virus or flu, possible exposure to strep with older brother.
PLAN: Mother is in the process of getting humidifier *__________* for use at home. Instructed to use nasal suction to clear nasal airways. Given prescription for azithromycin for secondary infection with respiratory precautions. Follow up with pediatrician in the future as needed and for routine care.
