Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Grantham comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She states that she worked as a restaurant manager and had to stop approximately one year ago. She states that she lost vision in the right eye approximately two years ago and she has pain on the right side. She states she was diagnosed with glaucoma approximately nine years ago and has received treatments with several different eye doctors. She states that she had lasers on the right side. She uses Cosopt, timolol and Cyclogyl drops on the right side only.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is no light perception on the right and 20/20 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano on the right and –0.25 sphere on the left. Near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures no light perception on the right and 20/20 on the left at 14 inches. The pupil on the right side is round, but poorly reactive. The pupil on the left side is round and normally reactive. There is an afferent defect on the right side. The muscle balance shows a right-sided exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 37 on the right and 25 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows 2+ nuclear sclerosis to the lens on the right and 1+ nuclear sclerosis to the lens on the left. The cornea on the right side has diffuse haze with a central iron line. The fundus examination is difficult on the right side because of the anterior segment haze, but appears to show a total cup of the optic nerve head. On the left side, the cup-to-disk ratio is 0.3. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows the absence of a visual field on the right and 78 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Glaucoma, right eye.

2. Ocular hypertension, left eye.

Ms. Grantham has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of glaucoma on the right side and loss of vision on the right side. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties performing the visual tasks that require good depth perception. However, with the use of the left eye she can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in her environment.
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The prognosis for the right eye is poor. The prognosis for the left eye is good.
