DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 74-year-old patient of Dr. Geldart that was referred to the practice for evaluation of the CKD. The patient has a history of dementia and mental retardation, history of coronary artery disease and peripheral vascular disease, CVA and arterial hypertension with hyperlipidemia and DVT in the past. Lately, the patient has been in very stable condition. There was evidence on 06/20/2022 of a renal solid lesion that is measuring 3 x 3 cm and the recommendation is MRI or contrast CT scan. We do not have any contraindication for this patient to go through that procedure in order to characterize this lesion. It is important to have it done and the patient does not have any symptoms that are related to it.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.

4. BPH that is managed with the administration of tamsulosin and hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. From the nephrology point of view, there is no need for an appointment because the patient does not have kidney disease. If the patient indeed has a mass that is well characterized with the contrast CT or MRI, the patient should be referred to the urologist.
