CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of lightheadedness, weakness, and mild nausea.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today in wheelchair brought in by his son and also for interpretation. The patient stated that he felt lightheadedness yesterday lasting for three to four hours and after that it resolved. During that period of time the patient has some nausea without any vomiting. He did not have any fever or chills. For past few days, the patient was feeling slightly weak, but his food intake was unchanged and he gets GE-tube feeding at each mealtime and there was no change in medication. Son stated that he was not exposed to any serious infections or allergies and most of the time he is home and used mask most of the time.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, diarrhea, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, loss of consciousness, seizures, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of coronary artery disease and he is on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on finasteride 5 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 10 mg once a day and metoprolol 25 mg one tablet a day along with low-salt diet. His last medication intake was this morning.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his son. He is wheelchair bound. He is tracheostomy the patient and has been taking care by his son 24x7.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple. There is surgical scar present and tracheostomy is in place without any bleeding or discharge.

LUNGS: Air entry bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and G-tube is in place and there is no discharge, bleeding or pus. Bowel sounds are active and there is no organomegaly.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema and there are no tremors.

IU functions are intact and the patient follows all the commands.
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
