CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of severe low back pain and pain upon walking and also followup after automobile accident.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was driving his vehicle with seatbelt on and suddenly his break failed and the patient crashed into post. He did not hit any other vehicle and the patient sustained back injuries. At that time, he was taken to the emergency room and he has high suspicion of lumbar vertebral V fracture. After pain management the patient was sent to spine specialist and then he underwent kyphoplasty month and half ago after that the patient was ambulatory, but now for past two weeks he has recurrence of pain in the low back and the pain level is 6 or 7 and it is relieved after resting. There is no radiation of pain to the lower extremities and the patient took over-the-counter medications without much relief.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory with slow gait and Romberg test is negative.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the lumbar vertebra and forward flexion is painful at 45 degrees. Weightbearing is most painful and the patient sometimes feels unsteady when he walks and he would prefer walker.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
