CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his low back is less now since he is taking gabapentin 300 mg three times a day as prescribed by neurologist. The patient had an MRI of the lumbar spine and results are discussed with him in detail.
The patient stated that low back pain level is now 4 and 5 and it is not radiating to the lower extremities anymore and the pain is 2 or 3 upon resting.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Within normal limits.

LUNGS: Within normal limits.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals minimal tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine and lumbar forward flexion is slightly painful at 90 degrees. The patient is able to walk without any assistance.
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
