This is a 73-year-old Hispanic female who does not smoke or drink. She denies any drug allergies. She is here for evaluation of leukopenia and thrombocytopenia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not speak English daughter is with her. The patient offers no symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has been noted to have low white cell count and platelet count over last three years. The patient gets it checked every so often in USA as well as in Mexico, but no further workup has been done. Her past medical history includes history of diabetes type II and hypertension. She also has history of partial hysterectomy and surgery over the left forearm because of her fracture resulting from injury.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on losartan 100 mg. She also takes Celebrex 100 mg daily. She is on alendronate sodium 70 mg once daily. She is also on Actos 15 mg daily.
