HPI: A 96-year-old who was seen in room, she was standing in her bedroom looking out the back window, was cooperative with me when I asked to speak with her. She was pleasant, became verbal, asked if we had ever met before and then began tell me that there was a doctor that took care of her here, but she wanted to know if I had met her. I told her yes that I was her doctor and she seemed pleased with that. Later, she asked me if we had never met before again. She has had no falls or acute medical events, comes out for meals, is able to ask for assist when needed, but is fairly independent.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified advanced dementia, macular degeneration, generalized OA with left knee pain and CKD III.

MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.
DIET: Regular NAS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient awake and cooperative, but confused.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/60, pulse 87, temperature 98.1, respirations 16, and weight 120 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

RESPIRATORY: Cooperates with deep inspiration. Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough.

ABDOMEN: Flat, nontender. Bowel sounds present.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is thin with generalized decreased muscle mass, but adequate motor strength. No LEE. Independent ambulation. Moves limbs in a normal ROM.
NEURO: Orientation to self. Speech was clear, it was random, repeated herself several times. She was dressed in street clothes and assists in her own dressing, is able to ask for help greater than 50% of the time.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Advanced unspecified dementia, no behavioral issues. The patient generally keeps to herself, is generally a bit cautious that was not evident today. Remains independent in 5/6 ADLs.

2. General care. Family is aware of her general status.
