CC: Nocturnal O2 sats followup.
HPI: A 71-year-old with no history of pulmonary disease to include no medications for same. Overnight staff checked on her at h.s determined that she was hypoxic and sent her on 01/03/23 to Integris SWMC at 1 a.m. The patient returned that same night with no new orders. There was no accompanying paperwork on her return. Overnight staff did not contact physician. The patient’s home health will record O2 sats either prior to sending her out or on return. There has been a.m. and h.s. on room air. Those O2 sats range from 91 to 98 with the average being 95. The patient was observed today at lunch time she was comfortable and feeds herself.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
Normal respiratory status with normal O2 sats. The patient is not to be sent out at h.s. until the staff are able to record the hypoxic O2 sat and then attempt to awaken her and see how she does thereafter and order written to that regard.
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
