CC: Pain management issue.
HPI: A 94-year-old with chronic back pain who has been on Norco 7.5 mg one and half tab a.m. and h.s. routine and one half tab p.r.n. Daughter now requests increase to one whole tablet from both routine and p.r.n. doses. The patient has complained of increasing pain or pain that is no longer controlled by the half dose. Initially, the patient was started on a full dose, but daughter felt it was too much so it was cut back and now will go to the full dose. The patient is wheelchair-bound, propels herself around. She is weight-bearing for transfers and generally self transfers no recent falls.
DIAGNOSES: Peripheral neuropathy chronic pain management.
MEDICATIONS: As applies to pain management lidocaine patch q.12h. to back and then going forward Norco 7.5/325 mg one tab a.m. and h.s. routine an additional tab daily p.r.n.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated in her wheelchair was alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/80, pulse 80, temperature 97.2, respirations 16, and weight 133 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Observed her propelling her manual wheelchair for short distance. She has good neck and truncal stability. No LEE.
NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x2. She will make eye contact. She is HOH. So things have to be repeated. She is able to give limited basic information. She can make needs known.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Refractory chronic pain. Norco is increased to full tab of 7.5/3.25 mg a.m. and h.s. and additional dose daily p.r.n. We will monitor for benefit and daughter is contacted about change as she had requested it.
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
