CC: Swallow study review.
HPI: An 88-year-old post debilitating CVA about a year and half ago who has been on a modified diet due to dysphagia. Swallow study done on 12/30/2022 with recommendation that the patient resume a regular diet with thin liquids and medications whole as tolerated and the reminder to do her chin tuck. There was a note to continue strict oral care in order to decrease aspiration pneumonia risk. This was reviewed with the patient. She was pleased that she would be able to eat a regular diet, which she has wanted and understands what her end of doing things is. She seems to be seeing that she is regaining lot of what she had lost.
DIAGNOSES: Dysphagia, peripheral neuropathy, HLD, HTN, pancreatic insufficiency, insomnia, depression, anxiety, LEE, and chronic seasonal allergies.
ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, AMITRIPTYLINE and HYDROCODONE.
DIET: Regular with thin liquids.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seen in room. She was alert and understood given information.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/78, pulse 66, temperature 97.7, respirations 18, oxygen saturation 97%, and weight 138 pounds.
NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 2 to 3. She can reference for date and time. Makes her needs known. Speech is clear. Affect appropriate to what she is saying. She appears more patient these days.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She self transfers, propels her manual wheelchair and has no lower extremity edema. She moves arms in a normal range of motion.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dysphagia resolved. Order for regular diet with thin liquid and can resume whole pills as the patient tolerates.
