CC: A 76-year-old who had followup with cardiology and is found to not be surgical candidate for aortic valve replacement and this is per her information. There are no notes that are available in her chart. She was seen by Dr. Harlan Wright OUMC Hepatology and returned with a script for Ursodiol 300 mg b.i.d. Ultrasound with lab scheduled at next appointment and she is to receive information in the mail. The patient has had a recent depression. She has been on Paxil for some time and we had previously discussed discontinue of that and a trial of Zoloft which she now wants to start.
DIAGNOSES: Depression refractory to Paxil, aortic valve insufficiency, chronic liver disease, COPD, HLD, hypothyroid, MCI, and anxiety.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/28/22 note.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is resting, appeared somewhat sad, discussed meeting with her next week and we will review what recently happened. I will try to also get some information and have a week at least of Zoloft in her system.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/60, pulse 74, temperature 99.2, respirations 18, O2 sat 94%, and weight 123.4 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Depression. We will start Zoloft 50 mg q.d. Discontinued Paxil when that starts and see how she responds to the 50 mg. She likely will need an increase in dose and we will do so after she has had a week to two weeks on it.
2. General care. We will contact her son-in-law John Neely who is her POA to see what information he has regarding recent doctor appointment.
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
