HPI: An 83-year-old who I was contacted about earlier in the week regarding the patient’s symptoms consistent with a URI. Z-PAK was ordered, she is near completion of that and was seen walking in the lobby area. She looks bright and alert; when I spoke with her, she stated she felt much better, was not coughing or expectorating sputum.

DIAGNOSES: URI completing ABx, dementia stable and prolapsed uterus.
MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 2.5 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., MVI q.d., Depakote 125 mg q.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., Ocuvite q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/81, pulse 66, temperature 97.4, respirations 18 and weight 130 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: Clear lung fields. No cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulating steady and upright.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Orientation x2, has short-term memory deficits, did not recall who I was.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: URI. Z-PAK near completion, doing well.
