CC: Expectoration with tachypnea.

HPI: A 97-year-old seen at the request of her hospice, Legacy Family Hospice as she was having dyspnea with expiratory wheezes and a question of coarse crackles to upper lobes. It is thought that she had some aspiration yesterday. She has been sleepy and had decreased p.o. intake today. At rest, she had a normal respiratory rate, but with any effort it went up to between 20 and 24. Staff noted last night when she was sleeping that her respiratory rate was up and they awoken her and placed a pillow under her. Today, I was able to examine her without her even flinching; her daughter Robbie was present.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage dementia, HOH, macular degeneration, chronic seasonal allergies, insomnia and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/01.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is sound asleep in her recliner as usual.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/80, pulse 67, temperature 97.3, respirations 16, O2 saturation 94% RA and weight 126.8 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields clear, posteriorly lung fields clear. Decreased bibasilar secondary to effort, but there was no cough and no rhonchi noted.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

NEURO: Orientation is now to self and occasionally Oklahoma, recognizes her daughter, speaks infrequently.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Question of aspiration with tachypnea, not present when seen today. At this point, we will monitor checking her for fever and respiratory rate, order written for staff to do that overnight and her hospice will see her again tomorrow. Daughter will also let staff know if she has an area of concern. Roxanol was requested to be available at 2.5 mg p.r.n. tachypnea for respiratory rate greater than or equal to 20.
