CC: Cellulitis.

HPI: A 94-year-old in wheelchair that she propels around room and around the facility, is seen today after I was contacted regarding redness, warmth and swelling of her left leg. On the front of her leg, there is a linear cut most likely the nidus of infection. There was a lot of redness, warmth and edema when initially seen and she has been on Keflex 250 mg q.6h. with benefit. She denied any pain. She is able to weight bear and, of course, she uses it to propel herself around in her wheelchair.

DIAGNOSES: Obesity, gait abnormality, wheelchair dependent, polyneuropathy, polyarticular OA, history of sciatica, generalized weakness, dry eye syndrome and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/01 note.
ALLERGIES: PCN.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Obese female, seated in wheelchair, propelling it round room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 151/81, pulse 92, temperature 97.7, respirations 18, and weight 203.4 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Her left leg has a dressing over the pretibial area and then a compression hose to the knee in place. This was removed. There is still some edema with warmth and pinkness and then a vertical 2 cm superficial cut without drainage. There is no induration, but the edema is above the ankle to below the knee, smaller area than that.
NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech clear. Able to give information and understands given information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cellulitis responding to antibiotic therapy. She is to elevate her leg to help with the edema, which I told it would get better as the infection resolved. Family does not want her to have diuretic for whatever reason.
