CC: 90-day note.

HPI: An 85-year-old seen, she was in good spirits and verbal, and cooperative to exam. The patient is quite social, likes being with other residents. Today, there was a drill to find the missing resident and she was the missing resident and unfortunately was not noted to be absent for 30 minutes; she did like the attention.

MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL, 1 mL t.i.d., Norvasc 10 mg q.d., Effer-K 10 mEq q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., metformin 100 mg b.i.d., metoprolol 50 mg q.d., oxycodone IR 5 mg b.i.d., Actos 45 mg q.d., and Zoloft 75 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: GLIPIZIDE and NITROGLYCERIN.
DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Thin older female pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/61, pulse 69, temperature 96.9, respirations 16, O2 sat 93% and weight 119 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Lungs fields are clear. Normal effort and rate. No cough or congestion. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Scaphoid. No distention or tenderness. Bowel sounds are present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. Propels her manual wheelchair. No LEE.

SKIN: Thin and dry. Decreased integrity. A few areas of bruising and healing skin tears.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She is very sweet. If she is not happy though, she lets people know it. She can be redirected. She speaks. It is a few words at a time. She at times has difficulty getting her point across, but when it is something she needs she can make that known. Orientation is x1-2. She can be redirected with effort.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. 90-day note. She has had no falls or acute medical events this quarter and had annual labs at the end of August, which do not require recheck.

2. DM II. A1c last on 11/21/2022. So, it is not due until 02/21/2023 and that order is written.
