CC: Somnolence.
HPI: I was asked to see this 71-year-old who was at her baseline. She had breakfast did not have lunch, which she usually does and it was shortly thereafter that it was noted that she was sleeping soundly difficult to arouse at one point was snoring had to have her neck adjusted with a pillow under it to stop it. She was seen in the TV room. She was the only one in there and is in her Broda chair that is reclined and again sleeping soundly she did it one point start to snore but then stopped on her own. I examined her intentionally touching her skin with my cold stethoscope and it did not cause her to arouse. She did not wince her grimace so does not appear to be in pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R or G.

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields are clear. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to effort. She had borderline tachypneic rate but normal sats. No cough.

NEUROLOGIC: Did not respond to uncomfortable stimuli. Was nonverbal throughout the whole thing and did not open her eyes.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Somnolence. It is difficult to arouse but normal respiratory pattern. We will just give her a chance to see what turns out. Hospice has been notified she is followed by Suncrest Hospice and they will be out to see her this evening. Advised nurse to not notify family at this point because it may turn around and would be upsetting to them without reason. As she is somnolent would not advise to not try to give medication or p.o. either food or fluid until she is more awake.
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
