BLYTHE, JOSHUA

This is a 48-year-old gentleman on hospice with end-stage COPD. The patient’s COPD is related to work exposure. He requires high-dose oxygen because of peripheral edema. He also suffers from peripheral vascular disease, contractures, muscle spasm. The patient is bed bound and requires help with ADL.

He also has a stage II decubitus ulcer, which is healing at this time. Since last certification, the patient continues to have shortness of breath with activity, shortness of breath with transfer, despite being on oxygen is complaining of air hunger, having issues with pain, which has been stabilized with current medication both with long and short-acting medication.

He also has lower extremity edema because of cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension. His appetite has been diminished, he has lost weight 5 pounds since the last visit and he is mentally becoming more confused and has also developed more weakness in the lower extremities.

The patient continues to be hospice appropriate at this time.
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
