CHIEF COMPLAINT:
1. Followup of low testosterone.

2. It is not time to recheck testosterone level, PSA, or CBC.

3. Seizure disorder.

4. The patient has a lot more energy.

5. He is actually increasing his activity. He is not losing weight, but he has noticed change in his pant sizes. He does a lot of walking.

6. History of gastroenteritis, resolved.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 58-year-old gentleman, married for two years to his current wife, comes in today for a followup of multiple medical issues and problems. Recently, he was started on testosterone because his testosterone level was less than 140. The patient is doing much better with the testosterone medication and needs a refill as well.

His recent gastroenteritis and nausea and vomiting have subsided.
MEDICATIONS: Carbamazepine 200 mg twice a day, gabapentin 300 mg at bedtime, lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide _______ mg once a day, and testosterone 100 mg/mL 0.5 mL every two weeks.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above, hypertension, seizure disorder, neuropathy, and hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 250 pounds; no significant change, O2 saturation 98%, temperature 97.8, respirations 16, pulse 98, and blood pressure 117/80.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: Shows no JVD.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: Shows no rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Under testosterone replacement.
2. Next visit, we will check PSA and testosterone level.

3. Check CBC.

4. Continue with 200 mg/1 mL testosterone 0.5 mL equals 100 mg every two weeks.

5. Liver function within normal limits in face of seizure medications.

6. Reevaluate in two weeks.

7. Nausea and vomiting resolved.

8. All meds refilled.

9. Findings discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office.

10. See the prescriptions written today for the patient.
