This is a 70-year-old woman with history of hepatitis C, demonstrating increased weight loss, decreased appetite, and increased pain. The patient recently had her started on hydrocodone since Tylenol No. 3 was no longer effective controlling her pain. The patient is now requiring help with ADL secondary to generalized weakness and swelling in the legs, suspected it is related to the patient’s renal insufficiency and systemic lupus erythematosus.

Since the last visit, she has lost 2.5 pounds. She appears weaker. She is confused. She does have endstage hepatitis C with liver disease. The patient’s pain is related to her hepatitis C and the neuropathy associated with the disease. She also suffers from hypertension, DJD, history of myocardial infarction as well as pedal edema. She has a KPS score of 40% and continues to remain hospice appropriate.
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
