CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for followup with complaints of migraine for the past five days, was told that it might be a reaction from Prograf, anti-rejection medication. She states she has had headache off and on for the past two weeks. Recently, she had liver transplant at St. Luke’s, doing well, with followup here with history of primary biliary cholangitis.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft with recent mid abdominal surgical scar post liver transplantation. Back: Without CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Otherwise, within normal limits. Neurological: Otherwise, within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Followup of S/P liver transplant, migraine headache, possible reaction to medications.
PLAN: The patient is a given prescription for Imitrex which she has taken in the past to control headaches and also tramadol which she has also taken for pain on a limited basis. Follow up as needed with us for routine care and to follow up with hematologist.
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
