WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION NOTE

The patient is seen in the clinic after an injury to his hand while at work, seen at Neighbors Emergency Room where x-rays were obtained showing comminuted fracture of middle phalanx of index finger with abrasions, skin excoriations, and had extensive soft tissue damage to index finger, to the middle finger, moderate to severe. Because of nature of injury, hand surgeon was contacted with arrangements for him to see him as soon as possible. Advised to come to the office Monday morning and we will get workmen’s compensation approval for surgical intervention today is likely to be necessary. Given injection of Rocephin 1 g IM with a prescription of Cipro 500 mg t.i.d. as per hand surgeon and get pain killers refilled which have been approved by workmen’s compensation with Tylenol No. 3’s. Advised to keep hand elevated 30 degrees at all times with a sling. He will not change dressing, but he will keep it clean and dry, to return if necessary. Advised because of delay in surgical closure of wound, the patient was given an additional injection of Rocephin in the office today and to return tomorrow for another injection, to see hand surgeon early Monday morning and also given Toradol 60 mg IM for pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Remainder of physical exam is unremarkable including: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Unremarkable. Neck: Unremarkable. Chest: Unremarkable. Heart: Unremarkable. Abdomen: Unremarkable. Extremities: Unremarkable other than injury of hand. Skin: Unremarkable. Neurological: Unremarkable.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Compound fracture, index finger middle phalanx with extensive soft tissue injury to index and middle finger.
The patient is to follow up as above.
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
