Shirley Pasheek was seen recently for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Peripheral neuropathy.

3. Morbid obesity.

4. History of breast cancer.

Current Medications: Lantus 50 units in the morning and 60 units in the evening, spironolactone one pill daily, metoprolol 25 mg three times a day, gabapentin 600 mg three times a day, simvastatin 20 mg daily, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, and Lasix 40 mg daily.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated apart from swollen of big toe.

On examination, blood pressure 124/72, weight 244 pounds, and BMI is 42.

On examination, general appearance is normal. Heart sounds present normal. Lungs were clear. There is no neck lymphadenopathy. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 9.6%.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with peripheral neuropathy and poor control.

I have added Jardiance 25 mg daily to the current program and I have advised in regards to diet and exercise.

She should follow up with a podiatrist and with this office in four months.

Her glucose monitor was downloaded and reviewed in detail.
