CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of lightheadedness and right-sided weakness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that once in a while he feels lightheadedness and the patient has stroke affecting his right upper and lower extremities and the patient was on midodrine it was put on hold by cardiologist. The patient is advised to call cardiologist and start back on midodrine 2.5 mg one tablet twice a day as needed if his blood pressure is less than 100/60. The patient denied any chest pain or shortness of breath.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, falling down episodes, chest pain, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination reveals minimal sensory impairment on the right side; however, the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
