HISTORY: This is a 67-year-old gentleman here for surgical clearance.

The patient indicated that he has problem with his retina and he is scheduled to have surgical correction here for exam to be cleared for this procedure. He states that he has no complaints today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: 

1. Stroke.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.

5. Atrial fibrillation.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Surgery in his eye to address his retinal illness/disease. (States this is the second surgery he will have on the same eye). 

MEDICATIONS: 

1. Atorvastatin.

2. Potassium chloride.

3. Ipratropium bromide/albuterol.

ALLERGIES: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 98%at room air

Blood pressure 133/86.

Pulse 70

Respirations 18

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmur. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to mild obesity. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding.
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SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Surgical clearance.

PLAN: In the clinic today we had labs drawn. Labs include CBC, CMP, PT, PTT, and INR. EKG was done today. EKG reveals atrial fibrillation. This is not new. Low voltage criteria for left ventricular hypertrophy. This EKG was discussed with Dr. De and states that the patient does not need any further testing.

Chest x-ray was done also. Chest x-ray reveals a large cardiac silhouette consistent with LVH as seen on EKG.

The patient was advised *__________* to put everything together and given the clearance. He states he understands and requests a copy of all his medical records for today’s visit and that was given to him.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
