He stated he routinely does have overhead activities and noticed that he is having progressively increased pain with these activities to the point where now he cannot move his hand over his head without assistance.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 98%at room air

Blood pressure 143/86

Pulse 75

Respirations 18

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No paradoxical motion. No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmur. No peripheral edema. No peripheral cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding.
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SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait. Right shoulder decreased abduction and external rotation. No muscle atrophy. No tenderness to palpation.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Surgical clearance.

2. Rotator cuff injury. He is scheduled to have it repaired.

PLAN: Labs were drawn. These labs include CBC, CMP, PT, PTT, and INR. EKG was done today in the clinic. EKG reveals normal sinus rhythm with no abnormality.

The patient was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
