The patient states this has been going on for approximately two days, gotten worse today. He described pain as sharp. He rated pain 6/10, nonradiating, confined on the inside of his right ear.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed with following findings: Following reports from the patient: 

He states he has some lesion on his scrotal sac.

Requested Viagra because he states Cialis does not work for him.

The patient reports hemorrhoids, but denies bleeding.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, and obese gentleman, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 137/88.

Pulse 89.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

Scrotal sac.

Flesh colored cauliflower appearing papule approximately 0.9 cm x 0.9 cm. The second lesion is approximately 1 cm in size. Similar description, flesh colored cauliflower appearance papule on scrotal sac.
HEENT: Right ear: Erythematous TM with effusion. Negative tragal tug. Negative mastoid tenderness. EAC is without erythema, edema, bleeding or discharge.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. 
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RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X is normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media, acute.

2. Genital warts.

3. Hemorrhoids.

4. Erectile dysfunction.

PLAN: The patient’s medications were refilled as follows:

1. Hemorrhoidal suppository 25 mg one per rectum b.i.d. for 14 days.

2. Viagra 50 mg one p.o. half an hour to four hours prior to coitus.

3. Podofilox topical 0.5% solution he will apply b.i.d. for three days and off for four days then repeat. He will do this for four weeks.
