Chief Complaint: This is a 77-year-old pleasant African American male patient who is here for followup on his medications. He is requesting a refill on amlodipine.

History of Presenting Illness: This patient apparently recently established with Dr. Dave. He has a history of multiple cysts in both kidneys, which have been removed in the past. He goes to MD Anderson for followup on these kidney cysts. He is being followed by Dr. Martin there.

Past Medical History: He also has a history of:
1. Type II diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

Random blood sugar today that is a four-hour PT blood sugar is 111 mg%.

Social History: He still vapes, but does not drink alcohol or use drugs.

Physical Examination:

General: The patient is right-handed.
Vital Signs:

The patient weighed in at 185 pounds.

Blood pressure 124/80.

Pulse 85 per minute.

Pulse ox 99%.

Temperature 96.7.

BMI 28.

Head: Normocephalic.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly. JVP not distended.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 heard with regular sinus rhythm.

Extremities: No edema.
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Assessment:

1. Hypertension, under good control.

2. Type II diabetes mellitus, controlled.

3. History of bilateral kidney cysts.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.

Plan: We will repeat his CMP, lipids, and hemoglobin A1c at the lab fasting. He has not had an A1c since September or any of the labs since September 2022. He will continue current medications. We gave him a prescription for amlodipine 5 mg, dispense #90, one daily. I did not authorize any refills yet on it. He will return to the office in one month with labs.
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
